
  Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes                                   
July 27, 2015 - Fuller Town Hall @ 3:30 p.m.

Selectmen present: Ladd and Davis: Other present: Ben Blodgett, Vicki DeLalla, Charles Goulet, Nicolas Goulet, James Hall, Michael Brauer(by phone) and Suzanne Goulet
Larry started the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Suzanne presented the Selectmen with the P&L for the second quarter.
Suzanne spoke to the Selectmen about the tree that had fallen during the last storm on the ball park fence which bent one the 
      poles. Suzanne showed the Selectmen some pictures of the damage. Charles Goulet said that the damaged part could be
      cut out and a sleeve could be put in place. Charles said that he would go take a look at it.
Vicki DeLalla said that she thought the Selectmen should start thinking of a committee for 250th Celebration since some
      people will be coming forward with donations and possibly things for display. Vicki recommended Reba Nadeau.
Charles asked if the people in attendance of the meetings could be put on the minutes again like they used too. The Selectmen
      said that would be okay.
Jamie said that he has a couple of companies that he is working with on the LED Lights and that he should have all the
      information in a couple of weeks.
Michael Brauer called at 3:45 for his phone conference with the Selectmen. The conversation was recorded so Larry
      announced who was present: Larry Ladd, Jamie Davis, Suzanne Goulet, Bona Ladd, Charles Goulet, Nicholas Goulet,  
      Vicki DeLalla, Ben Blodgett and James Hall. Mr. Brauer said that he guessed that his property was Tax Deeded last week
      by the town. He said he wanted to discuss a payment plan with the town. Michael Brauer was calling the Selectmen
      because his property was taken by Tax Deed and he would like the Selectmen to give him a payment plan. The Selectmen
      told Mr. Brauer that they had a payment plan with him in the past and he did not live up to it. Mr. Brauer disagreed and
      said that he did satisfy part of it and the rest ($10,000.00+) was put into a Lien that was payable at the sale of his 
      property, transfer of his property or his death. Mr. Brauer also told the Selectmen that he has been living on a shoe string
      budget but has recently found employment and would be able to make payments. The Selectmen reminded Mr. Brauer
      that after the last agreement he was supposed to keep up with the taxes and he hasn't paid any property taxes for the last 
      three years. Suzanne told the Selectmen to take out his payment history to let him know when his last payment was made.
      Mr. Brauer said that he tried to meet the July 10th deadline. Mr. Brauer said that he had several plans in place with some
      people offering to help him but when it came time they changed their minds. Mr. Brauer also said that he did not receive
      a letter telling him how much he owed. The Selectmen asked Mr. Brauer if he received his tax bills over the past three
      years. Mr. Brauer said that Dawn told him that he owed $3,400.00 to prevent the Tax Deeding. Mr. Brauer said that he
      could do a payment plan for that amount and get it paid off in six months or less. The Selectmen said that the agreement 
      states that the taxes needed to be kept current. Mr. Brauer haven't attempted to pay anything in the past three
      years so how can we make an agreement with you again? The Selectmen told Mr. Brauer that he should have come to 
      them before his property was Tax Deeded. Mr. Brauer said that he spoke to Suzanne about having more time. Mr. Brauer
      also told the Selectmen that he was at a meeting last year when two people made payment arrangements with the Town to
      purchase their properties back within a year. Mr. Brauer asked how much he would need to pay to get his property back
      and the Selectmen said that the total is $19,082.22. Suzanne said that includes a 15% Administration Fee to recoup the 
      $10,000.00 Lien that the town put on his property and lost at the time of Tax Deeding. Mr. Brauer told the Selectmen
      that they waived that fee with all of the other payment agreements and the Selectmen said that was done in his case to
      recoup the lose of the $10,000.00+ Lien. Mr. Brauer asked what amount he would need to pay within a year and the
      Selectmen said $19,082.22. Mr. Brauer said again that the Lien is supposed to stay with the property. Suzanne said that 
      she would verify it with the Town's Attorney but that she had dealt with the same thing in a previous situation and that is
      what she was told. Mr. Brauer said that his inability to meet his tax obligation was because he had a financial situation but
      now he's in a situation that he's able to pay if you roll over the Lien Agreement and ask what would be left after that and
      not penalize him with the fees. Mr. Brauer said he didn't know how much that would be but he's pretty sure that he could
      satisfy that amount within a year. The Selectmen again told Mr. Brauer no because of his payment history. Suzanne told 
      the Selectmen to give him the last date a payment was received by him. The Selectmen told Mr. Brauer that the last 
      payment received on taxes was May 2012 and the only thing that has been paid is $21.57 on his water since May 5th, 
      2012. Mr. Brauer said that he is doing the best that he can with the situation that he's in and that the Selectmen have given 
      breaks to other people with payment plans. Mr. Brauer said that he's just asking for this last opportunity to try to pay the 
      town back. Mr. Brauer also said that he hasn't been paying because he rarely had work and he was having transportation
      problems. Mr. Brauer said that if the Lien Agreement could get rolled over and whatever the balance is minus the 15% he
      believes that he could pay that within a year. The Selectmen said no again because of the his payment history. Mr. Brauer
      asked if the Selectmen would take it up again at their next meeting and the Selectmen said no. Mr. Brauer said that he
      thought he would have more time and he said that he was advised by Suzanne that you weren't going to take up the issue
      of who was on the Tax Deed Roll for another two weeks and to come in and talk with you. Then I called a few days later
      


      and she said that you decided to go ahead with it. Suzanne said that was just a list of the ones that we were not going to 
      go forward with the process. Again the Selectmen said no plan because there was no attempt to pay taxes and there was
      no attempt to discuss it with us. Mr. Brauer said that he was in constant contact with Dawn and Suzanne, every week he
      would come in to ask if things were going on concerning his place. Bona asked Mr. Brauer about the day that he came in
      to see if Dawn was going to be in on Friday, July 10th and Bona told Mr. Brauer that she did not know but she would call 
      Dawn to find out. Bona asked Mr. Brauer why he didn't come in or call and find out if Dawn was going to be in or not? 
      Bona also said that she did call Dawn and found out that she was going to be in on Friday from 1:00 pm to 3:30 pm for
      "Tax Purposes Only". Bona said she posted the hours outside on the bulletin board. Mr. Brauer said that he tried calling
      Dawn two or three times. Bona asked him why he didn't call the Selectmen's Office? Mr. Brauer said that he didn't know
      that I was going to call Dawn. Again Mr. Brauer referred to the other people that have had payment plans. The Selectmen
      said that they are making their payments. Mr. Brauer said that Suzanne told him the other day that you don't generally add
      that 15% Admin. Fee. Suzanne told Mr. Brauer that she would be calling the Attn. Office to get verification on the Lien
      but it was indicated to her last year that any Liens on properties­­­-once the town takes it they lose all Liens because they
      have that opportunity to come forward during the process of Deeding. Mr. Brauer asked what the amount he would owe
      without the 15% Fee and he was told $9,143.75 + Interest at 18%, Attorney Fees, Certified mailings the total as of today
      is $9,405.42. Mr. Brauer asked again to revisit this at the next meeting? Suzanne told Mr. Brauer that he has his
      repurchase time which will be outlined in the Certified Letter that he will be receiving soon and it would need to be paid
      in full. Mr. Brauer again asked the Selectmen to wait the two weeks and again the Selectmen said no and that this would
      be the end of the conversation since they had another appointment.
James Hall came to talk to the Selectmen about working with him to try to buy his property back. Mr. Hall said that he has 
      been very ill, in and out of the hospital a lot and has also needed to spend time at his daughters so that she could help take
      care of him. Mr. Hall said that he was not home to sign for any of the Certified Letters that were sent to him by the town. 
      Mr. Hall said that he had given Dawn money last week, he has $500.00 cash today and he will pay whatever he has to pay
      to keep his house since it is the only thing that he has. Mr. Hall had been sent a reimbursement check for over $800.00 for
      monies paid on his 2012 taxes which the town could not keep because it was only a part of what his 2012 taxes were. Mr. 
      Hall said that if they would agree to it he would be in with that check for $800.00+ and some more cash on top of that.
      The Selectmen figured out how much he would need to make for payments to have it paid in full within a year and Mr. 
      Hall said that he would do that. Suzanne told Mr. Hall to come in Monday with the check and the cash and the agreement 
      would be drawn up and signed at that time.
Jamie and Larry said that they would come to sign the Manifest next Monday.
[Ladd/Davis (2/0 approved) motion to sign the Manifest and ordered the Treasurer to sign P/R Check #34547-34550 in the
      amount of $1,011.22 D P/R Payments in the amount of $1,377.01 and A/P Checks #34551-34558 in the amount of  
      $2,381.56 in the Selectmen's Office on 7/20/15(last week's manifest).
Ladd/Davis (2/0 approved) motion to sign the Manifest and order the Treasurer to sign P/R Check #34559-34562 in the
      amount of $800.91 and DD P/R Checks in the mount of $1,472.47 and A/P Checks #34563-34575 in the amount of 
      $3,354.83 as presented on the Agenda.

Ladd/Davis (2/0 approved) motion to approve meeting minutes for 7/13/15.
Discussed periodic review to be done by Town’s Health Officer at 539 Bog Rd. for their sewer.
Reviewed the Stats on the new Town Website.
Reviewed notice of new NCC Office Location.
Reviewed notification of Section 106 Filings for Cell Tower on Tetreault Rd. and Wetlands Permit Application.
Reviewed notice from Planet Aid that they will no longer be servicing our community.
Reviewed notice of Blue Courage Workshops for Police Officers.
Larry asked Suzanne if their have been any applications for the PD yet and Suzanne said no and the deadline is July 30th.
The Selectmen discussed the lack of Police Coverage and the fact that town’s people are complaining.
Vicki DeLalla talked about the old wood cook stove that the Grange may be able to get for the Grange Building. Suzanne
      said that they will need to get the chimney lined first.
